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Part III - St Augustine (354-430CE), the First Western Psychologist

Into this Christian belief system arrived St. Augustine, often labeled as the first psychologist, 
although he was also a superb philosopher who studied political systems and the idea of 
morality. Augustine derived much of his knowledge from his earlier life, where he studied the 
great Greek philosophers before converting to Christianity at the age of 33.
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
